Progress is going well on the Extra Care scheme at Fennell Grove in
Ripon, with an expected completion date of . This
development is being delivered by Harrogate Borough Council in
partnership with Hanover Housing and North Yorkshire County Council.

The development offers a mix of 1 and 2 bed apartments for rent or part-
purchase, through a shared ownership option, for people age 55 or above.

Arrangements are in place for residents of Ripon House, an existing
development, to transfer over to this new development.  A dedicated
Allocation Panel has been formed consisting of officers from all the
partners to manage the allocation and nomination process to the new
Sunnyfield Lodge apartments.

Harrogate Borough Council has 100% nominations to the remainder of the
development.  We hope that some households on Harrogate"s housing list
who need a more supportive living environment can move into this new
development.  Initially, households and individuals with a local
connection to Ripon City will be given preference.

Various marketing and promotion is taking place over the coming months
to promote awareness of this exciting new housing opportunity including
visits and talks to local voluntary organisations, health professionals and
the wider community, this will include press releases and adverts in the
local press.

It is hoped that an open day can be held in the new year so people can
have a look around this new development and talk to the staff and
professionals involved with it.  As we get more information about these
planned events we will let you know.
