	AREA OF HIRE
	Any area of Public Open Space, which is under the management of Harrogate Borough Council.
	

	

	

	
	MANAGERS
	Harrogate Borough Council and delegated council officers.
	

	

	

	
	ORGANISERS
	Any external body wishing to stage an event on Public Open Space.
	

	

	SECTION 2
	Terms and Conditions

	

	
	GROUNDS
	a)
	Organisers must use their best endeavours to minimise damage to the surface of the Public Open Space, its structures or Council equipment.  In particular, organisers must restrict the use and movement of vehicles (if permitted) in the event area.
	

	

	
	
	b)
	Organisers are required to conduct the event solely within the designated area agreed by officers of Harrogate Borough Council.
	

	

	
	
	c)
	Access/egress points should be agreed with officers of Harrogate Borough Council and no vehicles may enter the designated area without the prior written consent of the Council.
	

	

	
	
	d)
	In the event of damage occurring to surfaces including grassed areas or to equipment or structures belonging to the Council, as a result of the event or during the course of it, the Organiser will be liable to meet the cost of carrying out repair work (including ground reinstatement work) to the designated area and any other areas affected. Council officers will assess damages and the Council’s designated contractor will carry out any reinstatement work necessary, which will then be recharged to the event organiser.
	

	

	
	
	e)
	Organisers must arrange, at their own expense, for all litter to be collected during the event, removed from the site and correctly disposed of at an appropriate place immediately after the conclusion of the event.
	

	

	
	EQUIPMENT
	a)
	Organisers must ensure that any equipment brought into the event area is fit for its intended use.
	

	

	
	
	b)
	All equipment used must be removed from the event area immediately the event finishes unless the Council has issued prior written agreement.
	

	

	
	PRIZES
	a)
	No prizes of living animals, including goldfish, birds and reptiles may be given at the event.

	b)
	No animals are allowed to perform in the event area or on any land or premises controlled by the Council.
	

	

	
	MISCELLANEOUS
	a)
	Organisers are required to inform the Police that the event is to be held at least four weeks prior to commencement, and of the nature of the event and comply with any directions given as a result.
	

	

	
	
	b)
	Organisers are required to inform the Fire and Rescue Services that the event is to be held at least four weeks prior to commencement, and of the nature of the event and comply with any directions given as a result.
	

	

	
	
	c)
	Organisers must ensure that the event does not cause any vehicle or pedestrian right-of-way to be obstructed.
	

	

	
	
	d)
	Organisers must take out Public Liability insurance to cover the event to which the permission relates and send a copy of the certificate to the Council a minimum of 15 working days prior to the event taking place.  The level of cover necessary is £5 million for each and every occurrence.
	

	

	
	
	e)
	No goods are to be offered for sale or a collection taken unless the Council gives prior written authorisation.
	

	

	
	
	f)
	Harrogate Borough Council reserves the right to cancel this permission where circumstances necessitate this including, but not exclusively, in adverse weather conditions.
	

	

	
	HEALTH & SAFETY
	a)
	The responsibility for the Health and Safety aspects of the event, however small, lies with the event organiser.
	

	

	
	
	b)
	Organisers must ensure that the event is adequately insured, has undertaken appropriate consultation and obtained relevant permission (Harrogate Borough Council, Police, Fire etc.) prior to the event taking place.
	

	
	
	c)
	Organisers must indemnify the Council against all actions, claims and expenses arising directly or indirectly out of the event or presence of any of the organisers or of their goods and materials present on the land during the event or not properly removed therefrom.
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
