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STARBECK COMMUNITY FUND
INTRODUCTION
In November 1994 the Harrogate Borough Council approved the establishment of the STARBECK COMMUNITY FUND based upon the interest from the gift from Taylor Woodrow given to the Council in 1992.  

The Department of Community Services (previously Leisure and Amenity Services) supports the administration of the fund on behalf of the Starbeck residents. A Grants Panel consisting of one local Councillor and three members of the Starbeck Residents Association consider the grant applications.

The panel will make recommendations to the Cabinet Member for Cultural Services Committee who will make the final decision on the allocation of funds.

Each potential applicant will fall into one of two categories:-

Every applicant is required to fill in an application form and it will only be considered if: -

(1)
It meets the agreed criteria

(2)
All the necessary information has been provided by the applicant i.e. For individuals - up to date quotes, membership lists. For groups –up to date quotes, membership lists and a set of rules.

Each applicant is eligible for one grant per year. However, unsuccessful applicants can re-apply to the next grant panel.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
Each applicant’s form will be considered and, where appropriate, advice will be taken on aspects of the application.  Referees for individual grants will be required and these people will be consulted.  In the case of an application from an organisation the relevant governing body or agency may be approached.  Where professional advice is required (ie planning, finance etc) the views of the relevant Local Authority Officers will be sought.

All awards are subject to the approval of the Cabinet Member Cultural Services.

AWARD PROCEDURES

All applicants will be notified of the outcome of their request for a Community Fund Grant.

Successful applicants will be invited to an informal presentation of their grant certificate. A confirmation of acceptance of the grant and attendance is required.

Grant money is paid out by cheque on “money for receipt basis” according to the conditions of the grant. Receipts should be sent to the Community Leisure Manager in the Community Services Department.

Individuals have a maximum of 6 months and organisations 12 months to claim their grant.
