	AREA
	POSSIBLE RISK

	Entrance
	Automatic doors opening outwards.  Keep pupils back whilst doors open.

	1913 annexe (permanent display area)
	There are items on open display (bicycles for example).  Please ensure pupils do not touch these, for preservation reasons.

	1913 annexe
	This room has sloping floors, up to the back of the museum and then downwards as you walk left to go back along the building.

	1913 annexe
	The corridor is quite narrow.

	1913 annexe
	The first aisle walked along has ledges sticking outwards into the walkway.  Ensure pupils are aware of this and do not walk into them.

	Egyptology: Science Investigation display area
	The display area is small.  

The display cabinets have opening drawers out into the display area.

The ‘Investigate’ box can be wheeled into a larger part of the museum for use.

The box and drawers contain activities for children.  These include items such as slides, scissors, magnifying glasses and a microscope.  

There are several stools in the area.

	1842 room
	The arrangement of display cases in this room varies depending on the temporary exhibition on show but often features display cases freestanding in the middle of the room.

	IN CASE OF FIRE
	Please exit the building as directed by staff.  Do not re-enter the building until instructed to do so.
The fire exits can be found at the front and back of the building as well as through the double doors within the temporary exhibition space.  

The fire assembly point is located in the Valley Gardens.
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
