Where in the world?

Procedure

The aim of this activity is to show that Climate change is having an effect now all over the world.

Gather around a large map of the world preferably on the floor and hand out the cards one to each student.  Ask them about their card in turn if they have any ideas what it might be about and where in the world it is happening.  If necessary open it out to the rest of the group, when a conclusion has been reached ask the student to place their card on the appropriate place on the map.

By the end every continent will have a picture on it.

The information below will help to steer the students in the right direction.

1. Mud slides – more rain can cause massive mudslides that cover whole villages in India.
2. Flood – in the UK due to rain storms and rising river levels.

3. Forest fires – hotter temperatures in Australia are leading to forest fires, loss of wildlife and property.

4. Damage to property – from hurricanes, floods, mudslides etc. 

5. Refugees – The Island of Tivulu in the South Pacific is disappearing so the people there are being forced to move.

6. Longer growing season – the growing season is starting earlier in Europe particularly Portugal which allows crops to be grown that couldn’t before.

7. Loss of habitat – As the ice shelf melts in the Artic polar bears are losing their hunting grounds and reducing in number.

8. Loss of livelihood – Water shortages in Australia mean that farmers can no longer irrigate their crops. Unless they make changes they will lose their livelihood. 

9. Northerly spread of insects – a warmer climate allows moths and butterflies to move further North in Europe, earlier hatching means that predators may lose their food source.

10. Rain storms – more storms in Europe due to increased evaporation of the sea, forming into clouds above the land.

11. Spread of disease - More deadly diseases like cholera will occur in SE Asia. 

12. Drought – hotter temperatures in Africa leading to food and water shortages.

13. Snow – there has been snow in parts of China that have never had it before. 

14. Melting Ice – melting ice in Arctic rapid thinning of the Greenland ice sheet, similar things happening in the Antarctic.

15. Heat waves – hotter temperatures in Europe.
16. Tornado - there is an increase of mini tornadoes in the UK.

17.  Increased winds in North America. 

18. Water shortage – there have been water shortages across western Europe 

19. Rain cloud – getting more rain in countries in South America.

20. Rock avalanches will be more common in the Himalayas, as the glaciers melt. 

21. Coral - Coral reefs will be damaged in Australia, affecting sea life and tourism. 

22. Mosquito – insects are moving North to parts were they were unable to live before spreading disease Canada.

23. Hospital – deaths and illness in Europe due to heat wave 2000.

24. Fish – fish stock will be depleted in some African lakes due to evaporation.

25. Sea – rising sea levels causing floods in Bangladesh. 

26. Hurricanes – hurricanes in North America (e.g. Florida Katrina 05). 

27. Rainforest - Changing climate in the Amazon, will lead to loss of rainforest.
