Session 3: Procedure notes

Activity 19 – Energy efficient house

Time needed: 15 minutes

Set out the laminated house rooms into a house shape and spread out all the house contents pictures – provided in resources box.

Students take turns to pick one of the pictures and put it into the house, explaining what they would need to do to make it an energy efficient option. If the audience disagree there can be a vote to see if the item stays or goes. It can be done in the style of the Big Brother House programme on TV.

There is a tendency for the students to take some of these ideas to the extremes for example the issue is not that it is better to not have a TV and read books instead as this would obviously be unacceptable to lots of people but that the TV should have the energy saving logo and it should not be left on standby when not being used.

The factors to consider when choosing the items are:

· Is it an efficient technology – has it got an energy label or energy saving recommended logo?

· Is it a way of saving energy (i.e. insulating the loft)

· Does it need an energy saving way of behaving (i.e. switching off phone chargers at the plug)
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
