The Case of the Dark Sunshine

Background information:

Intelligence reports last winter suggest that people in your school are using electric lights when there is plenty of sunshine available, and leaving lights on when no one is in the room. This is wasting both electricity and money.

Most of our electricity is generated by burning coal, oil and natural gas. Generating this extra electricity is harming the planet by using up fuels and releasing huge amounts of carbon dioxide into the atmosphere. 

The Special Energy Investigators must act to prevent this waste.

You must encourage the use of sunshine whenever and wherever possible. Sunshine is free. It doesn’t use up valuable fuel resources. It creates no pollution. You must also encourage people to switch off lights when they leave a room.
