
The Case of the Great Draught Hunt

Background information:

Intelligence reports suggest that lots of heat is escaping from rooms and buildings near you. Some people in your school are suffering from draughts – feeling uncomfortable and using lost of heating to keep warm.

Most of the heat for our buildings comes from burning coal, oil and natural gas, either in the building itself or in a power station that makes electricity. 

Using extra heat is harming the planet by using up fuels and releasing huge amounts of carbon dioxide into the atmosphere.

The Special Energy Investigators must act to prevent this continuing.

Draught Detectors

You will need to make DRAUGHT DETECTORS to locate unpleasant draughts in the school.

How to make Draught Detector:

1) Tear off a thin strip of tissue paper, about 15cm long

2) Stick the tissue paper strip to the end of a ruler with sellotape, so that it dangles down when you hold the ruler out

3) Hold the Draught Detector very still near cracks in doors and windows

4) If the tissue paper moves in the breeze, you have located a draught
	Which rooms have the worst draughts?

Use your draught detector to find out
