Extensive investigations were made of both the areas to the north (adjacent) with the existing cemetery and of Little Harries Lane, a number of criteria were
reviewed in order to ensure that the most suitable site was selected in the interests of the Ripon Community for long term bu rial provision.

The selected site had to be compliant with environmental regulations and should be both affordable and an attractive to the ¢ ommunity.

Access and Egress Little Harries

One of the major benefits of the Little Harries Lane development is the existing adopted road access. The
attractive beech lined road is in very good condition and with the minimum of maintenance can be brought
back into full use.

The 270 meter length of road will also allow for off site parking in situations where large funeral numbers
are expected, something that poses a problem at the existing cemetery.
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Consultation with highways is a vital part of any development as entering and exiting a site has to be
safe for visitors and other users of the highway approaching the site entrance and exit.

North Yorkshire County Council Highways were consulted on the access, and, whilst they had no ob-
jection to the egress and access point per-se, it was felt that the two lime trees (boxed red) to the
western approach restricted the view.

The trees removal would not necessarily form part of the Planning Application as it falls outside the
curtilage of the actual development site, however, their removal is likely to be a condition of the pro-
posal as recommended by NYCC Highways
